MODAL VERBS — MAIN RULES

1.NOT  BEFORE THE 2nd VERB He might join us
2. NOT CHANGES IN THE MODAL VERB He can swim
3. NOT AUXILIARY “DO” FOR QUESTIONS You should not smoke

AND NEGATIVES, SIMPLY USE

Don’t use words like don’t, doesn’t, isn’t, aren’t, wasn't,
won’t.

*** Exceptions: ought to; have to; be able to.
